My Luve is like a Red, Red Rose is a popular and well-loved poem, which has also been set to music, 
and speaks to the heart of many relationships. January 25th is Burns Night, marking the date of 
Burns’ birth in Alloway, and is celebrated by Scots throughout the world. We have lived in Scotland 
twice and when we lived in the Outer Hebrides, the ladies at the traditional Burns Night Supper used 
to recite this poem in response to the Address to the Haggis. January 25th is also the feast day of St 
Paul and, in addition, the birthday of our first child, Beth.
